IS THIS PURELY A WALKING TOUR? 

The Freycinet Escape includes boat transfers to and from the 

Campsite and is designed to allow you the best of both worlds.  

The camp is a base from which guests can relax and explore 

their surrounds.  There are no set schedules and no forced hikes.   

 

For those who want to get active there are plenty of walks and 

activities to enjoy. Also on return from the campsite clients have 

the option to take a guided walk to Wineglass Bay (approximately 

2-3 hours). See itinerary for full details.  

 

In the case of poor boating weather guests will need to walk 

some or all of the way in or out of the Campsite.  (approx. 5-6 

hours) 

 

HOW FIT DO I NEED TO BE?  

Whilst it offers a great deal of comfort The Freycinet Escape is 

still a wilderness adventure in a remote area.  As such clients 

need to be basically fit and actively mobile.   

 

DO I NEED TO CARRY A HEAVY PACK? 

No we ask you to bring with you only a small amount of gear and 

clothing and we provide everything else for you.   

 

CAN I JUST BOOK ON THE DAY? 

The Freycinet Escape is a fully escorted tour.  The tents are not 

offered as nightly accommodation. Tours depart on set days and 

must be booked at least 2 weeks in advance. 

WHAT IS THE ACCOMMODATION LIKE? 

Purpose built, your accommodation at our wilderness camp is a 

part of the experience.  In your spacious “tent” expect to enjoy 

crisp white linen, an inviting queen-size bed, wooden floors, 

even an en-suite. 

 

WHAT ARE THE TOILETING FACILITIES LIKE? 

Each tent has an en-suite bathroom with in an efficient 

commercially composting toilet in order to ensure minimal impact 

on the environment.  With water a scarce resource we offer short 

solar shower facilities and wash basins.  

 

DO WE HAVE TO CARRY ALL OUR GEAR? 

The idea is that you travel light, carrying only your personal gear 

(approximately 6-7 kilo’s) in a small daypack. All other 

equipment will be provided for you. 

 

WHAT IF THE WEATHER IS BAD? 

When dealing with the outdoors the weather is one thing we 

cannot guarantee.  However our camp is designed to ensure you 

remain comfortable even if the weather takes a turn for the 

worse.   

 

WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING? 

With the right preparation this can be kept fairly minimal.  The 

following equipment is provided for you:  tents, bedding – queen 

sized bed, linen and quilts, towels, face washers, biodegradable 

soaps, shampoo and conditioners, torch and day pack.   A full 

equipment list is provided to guests on booking. 

 

DO I NEED TRAVEL INSURANCE? 

Although travel insurance is not compulsory we highly 

recommend you take out insurance.  Ensure you purchase a 

policy that will cover you for all the activities you might be 

undertaking whilst on holiday.  Should trips be cancelled due to 

reasons beyond our control, then this insurance policy is 

necessary in order for you to obtain refunds.
